NOTES ON ACCOUNTS

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES AND NOTES FORMING PART OF BALANCE SHEET AS AT
31ST MARCH 2023 AND THE PROFIT AND LOSS ACCOUNT FOR THE YEAR ENDED
31STMARCH, 2023:

(A) SIGNIFICANTACCOUNTING POLICIES: -

1.

The significant accounting policies followed by the bank are as under:

Basis of Accounting :

The financial statements have been prepared by following Going Concern concept on
Historical cost convention under accrual system of accounting unless otherwise stated. These
statements are in conformity with the applicable statutory provisions, circulars and guidelines
issued by Reserve Bank of India (RBI), Accounting Standards (AS) issued by The Institute of
Chartered Accountants of India and generally accepted accounting practices prevalent in the
Banking Industry in India.

Use of Estimates:

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting
principles requires management to make estimate and assumption that affect the reported
amounts of Assets and Liabilities, Revenues & Expenses and Disclosure of contingent
liabilities at the date of financial statement. Although these estimates are based upon
management's best knowledge of current events and action, actual result could differ from
these estimates. Management believes that the estimates used in the preparation of the
financial statements are prudent and reasonable. Any revision to the accounting estimates is
recognized prospectively.

Investments:

A. Categories:

The Investment Portfolio of the Bank has been classified into Held to Maturity & Available
for Sale (AFS) as per Reserve Bank of India guidelines, with sub-classification (i) Govt.
Securities (ii) Other approved securities (iii) Shares (iv) Debentures (v) Others. The bank is
holding securities investments under two categories which are “Available for Sale” and “Held to
Maturity”.

B. Basis of Classification:

a) Heldto Maturity: Investments intended to be held till maturity.

b) Held for Trading: Investments principally held for resale within 90 days from the
date of purchase.

c) Available for Sale: Investments which are not classified inA& B above.

C.Valuation:

Investments are valued as per the directives issued by the Reserve Bank of India from time
to time and in line with the methodology suggested by Financial Bench Mark India Pvt. Ltd
(FBIL).

a) Held to Maturity : Investments classified under Held to Maturity category have been
carried atacquisition cost.

(b) Available for Sale: Investments under “Available for Sale” category are marked to
market as per RBI directives. While net depreciation, if any, under each classification is being
provided for, net appreciation if any ignore.

Advances:
a) (a)Alladvances have been classified under four categories i.e. (i) Standard Assets, (ii)
Sub-standard Assets, (i) Doubtful Assets and (iv) Loss Assets in accordance with the
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guidelines issued by the RBI from time to time.
b) Provision on advances categories under Sub-Standard, Doubtful and Loss Assets is
made in accordance with the guidelines issued by the RBI.
c) The overdue interest in respect of NPA advances is provided separately under
"Overdue Interest Reserve" as per the directives issued by the Reserve Bank of India.
Fixed Assets :
All the fixed assets are stated at their written down value comprising historical cost less
accumulated Depreciation. Cost includes incidental expenses incurred on acquisition of
assets.
Depreciation:
Fixed Assets are depreciated on written down value basis at the rates considered appropriate
by Management, except in the case of computer where the depreciation is charged as per the
rate stipulated in RBlI circulari.e. 33.33% but on written down value of asset whereas as per RBI
Circular cost of computer to be written off in three equal installments .The rates charged are as
under:

Furniture & Fixtures  10.00% Computers 33.33%
Machinery 15.00% Library Books 10.00%

As per Accounting Standards 10 issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India
relating to Accounting for Fixed Assets and depreciation requires for disclosure of gross and net
values of assets and accumulated depreciation thereon. However, as per the format applicable
to the Co-operative Banks, the above disclosure are not made in the accounts and to that
extent, the disclosure norms of the Accounting standards as referred above have not been
followed. However, the same has no impact on the results of the bank.

Revenue Recognition:

a) Itemofincome & Expenditure accounted for on accrual basis except otherwise stated.
Income from non-performing assets is recognized to the extent realized as per the
guidelines/ directives issued by the Reserve Bank of India.

b) Interest on Overdue Deposit is allowed at the time of renewal, if same have been
renewed within fifteen days from the due date. After fifteen days from the due date,
interest at the rate of interest on saving accountis allowed at the time of renewal.

Income Tax:

a) Income tax expense comprises of provision for current tax.

b) Deferred Tax is recognized on account of timing difference between the book profits
and the taxable profits. The tax effect of timing difference between the book profits and
the taxable profits using the tax rates and tax laws that have been enacted or
substantially enacted at the Balance Sheet Date are reflected through Deferred Tax
Asset or Deferred Tax Liability.

Provision against Advances:
Provision against Assets (Advances) has been made in accordance with RBI guidelines/
directives.

10. Reserves And Other Funds:

a) As per the requirements of the Maharashtra State Co- Operative Societies Act 1960,
Net Profit after Tax is appropriated towards Reserve Fund (Comprising 25% of Net

Profit)
b) Dividend remaining unclaimed over 3 years, Entrance Fee and Nominal Membership
Fees outstanding at the year-end are transferred to Reserve Fund.

(B) NOTESONACCOUNTS:

1.

COMPLIANCE WITHACCOUNTING STANDARD )
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(" a) Prior Period Expenses and Extra Ordinary Iltems : There is no practice of )
identifying prior period expenses and extra ordinary items before arriving at profit for
the year. The compliance of Accounting Standard-5 has been pending in the said
areas.

b) Impairment of Assets : In the opinion of the management, there is no material
impairment of any of its assets and as such no provision under Accounting Standard
28 (AS 28) issued by the ICAI is required, however there has been no formal
assessment of such impairment.

c) Segment Reporting : The Bank operates only in a single segment i.e. Banking
operations, which in the context of Accounting Standard -17 issued by the Institute of
Chartered Accountants of India is considered the only business segment. The bank
operates as a single unit in India and entire revenues of the bank are within India as
per Geographical Segment.

d) Related Party Disclosures : The Bank is a co-operative society registered under the
Maharashtra Co-operative Societies Act, 1960 and there are no Related Parties
requiring disclosures under Accounting Standard 18 issued by The Institute of
Chartered Accountants of India (ICAl) other than the Key Management Personnel
Shri Santosh D. Guram being Chief Executive Officer for the financial year 2022-23 in
terms of RBI circular dated 29th March 2003, no further details thereon need to be
disclosed.

e) Accounting For Leases : The bank does not have any assets on lease except Office
premises is taken on rental basis from MCGM.

f) Cash Flow Statement : Bank has prepared the Cash flow statement as required
underAS-3issued by the ICAL.

g) Depreciation : Depreciation on Computers is charged on WDV method instead of
SLM method. Bank is advised to charge depreciation on computer on SLM method as
stipulated by the RBI. As per Accounting Standards 10 issued by the Institute of
Chartered Accountants of India relating to Accounting for Property Plant & Equipment
and depreciation requires for disclosure of gross and net values of assets and
accumulated depreciation thereon. However, as per the format applicable to the Co-
operative Banks, the above disclosure are not made in the accounts and to that
extent, the disclosure norms of the Accounting standards as referred above have not
been followed. However, the same has no impact on the results of the bank.

h) Retirement Benefits to Employees::

i) Provident Fund contributions are made to Government Provident Fund on actual
basis.

ii) Gratuity / Leave encashment liability towards employees is provided for in the
books based on the calculations made by the bank, which is on the accrual basis.
However, bank has not obtained the Actuarial valuation of Gratuity / Leave
encashment liability as on 31.03.2023 in accordance with the guidelines on
Accounting Standard (AS-15) issued by the ICAL.

i) Provisions for Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets : As per Accounting
Standard 29 on Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets issued by
the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India, the bank recognizes provisions only
when it has a present obligation as a result of past events and the existence of which
will be confirmed only by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain
future events, not wholly within the control of the Bank. Contingent Assets are not
recognized since this may result in the recognition of income that will never be

3) Certain accounts at Head office and at Branches representing assets, liabilities
including Bank accounts and suspense account which include old balances, are
subject to confirmation, reconciliation and resultant accounting adjustments. The
effect of the same on the accounts in the opinion of the management is not considered
to be material.

4) Deferred Tax Liability amounting to Rs.1,09,316.16 (Previous year Rs. 1,17,064.24)
as per the Accounting Standard (AS 23) “Accounting for Taxes on Income” has been
accounted for in the Income & Expenditure Account for the year ended on 31-3-2023.

5) The Government Securities & State Development Loan are held under Held To
Maturity as well as Available For Sale category. Bank holds Rs. 130 lakhs (Previous
Year Rs.130 Lakhs) in Investment Depreciation Fund as on 31.03.2023. During the
year, total premium of Rs. 5,26,247/- (Previous Year Rs. 5,26,247/-) over the face
value of the investments under Held To Maturity category was amortized.

6) Previous year’s figure have been regrouped /rearranged wherever necessary to
confirm to the layout of the accounts of the Current year.

7) The bank’s agreement with Union of Employees was signed on 12-01-2023 for the
period of 01-07-2019 to 30-06-2022, The next agreement is due since 01-07-2022.
Provision for salary payable on account of the liability which may arise after the next
agreementis entered into, amounting to Rs. 25 Lakhs.

8) The bank’s head office and branches are located in the premises owned by Municipal
Corporation of Greater Mumbai (MCGM). The bank has transferred Rs. 24 Lakhs
(Previous Year Rs. 36 Lakhs) to Contingent Fund for Rent Payable to MCGM for the
financial year 2022-23 by debiting the said amount to the Profit and Loss Account. The
balance to the credit of Contingent Fund for Rent payable as on 31-03-2023 is
Rs.254.88 Lakhs (Previous Year Rs.232.55 Lakhs) as Contingent Fund for Rent
Payable to MCGM as on 31-03-2023. For which bank has Earmarked FDs of Rs.
343.00 Lakhs (Previous Year Rs.3.03 Lakhs) invested in Development Credit Bank &
MDCC Bank under the head Contingent fund and Rent Payable. However, the bank
has not entered into any formal lease agreement with the MCGM. Due to that, the
accuracy of the said amounts transferred to the said Fund and the balance of the said
Fund cannot be ascertained.

Rs. 1200/- but bank has not Received any dividend its share of Rs. 67.50 Lakhs held in
the MDCC Bankin F.Y.2021-2022.
